Description: Florinel Coman is a multifunctional forward able to play 2 positions up front but who prefers to play on the left and cut in on his right foot to the center. He is good at offering through balls and linking in a positional passing play system with his teammates up front. He excellently showed his skills in the Romanian League and at the European U21 Championship from 2019, where he scored a double against the England U21 team and  helped his own national team reach the semi-finals of the competition, where they lost 4-2 to Germany. Having defeated the U21 teams of Portugal, Bosnia, Wales, Switzerland, England and Croatia to get to that level, Florinel Coman has played against opposition from top leagues, such as: Dean Henderson (Manchester United), Fikayo Tomori (Chelsea), Jonjoe Kenny (Everton), James Maddison and Harvey Barnes (Leicester), Mason Mount (Chelsea), Demarai Gray (Leicester). Dominic Calvert Lewin (Everton), Phil Foden (Manchester City), Tammy Abraham (Chelsea). Considering the opposition, Florinel Coman looks like a promising player on the world stage and has drawn comparison to French sensation Kyllian Mbappe, but the comparison is futile, as the speeds at which the French superstar operates are much greater than the playing Coman has. He lacks defensive discipline and awareness and will often find himself watching the play without moving once the ball had been lost. His speed, while good on short distances, is not one to rely on for drawing back during the matches. 

Personal characterization: Florinel Coman comes from a poor background and is half-illiterate. He has a predisposition of partying and smoking cigars from a very young age. Romanian managers and football personalities have attempted to fine him if it happened again, but personal control is impossible. He is in a romantic relationship with a Romanian instagram influencer of very young age. Foreign language speaker: very little English.
Price requested: 15 million euros or 10 million with 5 million add-ons for 100% of the player. The chairman of the Romanian club is however known for high volatility of prices and he wanted at one point in the past to sell him for just 3 million after a disappointing period. 

Known offers: Sporting Lisbon (9 million euros), Orlando City (9 million euros for 60%)

Conclusion: In the opinion of the author, Florinel Coman is a promising player who can do well in a top league, but not in the English one. His technical playing style and without the necessity to draw back very fast make him a better candidate for Spanish or Italian football.
